Role:  

To be a mentor/networking liaison creating more peer-to-peer relationships with the chapter liaisons in the state, communicate with the liaisons, the SSAC regional representative, and the MOAA State Council.  
Requirements:

· Chapter and national MOAA surviving spouse membership

· Email, Word, Excel and PowerPoint capabilities

· Knowledge about MOAA and SSAC services 
Responsibilities:

1. Encourage chapter liaisons to use information received from SSAC at chapter meetings, newsletters, etc.
2. Encourage surviving spouses to participate in legislative issues to protect their benefits by sending emails, signing and mailing cards and letters, and making phone calls to Congress.
3. Gather information and feedback from chapter surviving spouse liaisons and forward to SSAC.

4. Support your MOAA state council.  Encourage chapter presidents who do not have a surviving spouse liaison to appoint one and help new chapter surviving spouse liaisons to get started.
5. Encourage council and chapters to reprint Surviving Spouse Corner articles from the Affiliate in council and chapter newsletters.

6. Assist chapter surviving spouse liaisons and surviving spouse members with MOAA headquarters contact if and/or when necessary.  
7. Remind chapter surviving spouse liaisons about our web site at www.moaa.org/survivors and the many articles and helpful links to other sites, booklists for surviving family members, and the many publications and services offered by MOAA for the surviving families of our military. 
8. Help recruit and retain surviving spouses as members of MOAA for national and your chapter.
