T his was a year of growth for The MOAA 

Foundation and MOAA Scholarship Fund. 
Building on the success of the COVID-19 

Emergency Relief Program, The MOAA Founda-
tion launched the Crisis Relief Program. Insti-
tuted in April, the program provides active-duty 
servicemembers, veterans, caregivers, and sur-
vivors with emergency relief grants immediately 
when disaster strikes. 

While The MOAA Foundation added a vital 
program that offers financial assistance, the 
MOAA Scholarship Fund fine-tuned an existing 
program to better serve military families during 
challenging financial times. With an updated ap-
proach to awarding grants, the Scholarship Fund 
was able to disburse a record number of grants to 
highly qualified students.  

The growth of our charities this year is made 
possible through the hard work, ingenuity, and 
support of the entire MOAA organization. Our 
members and corporate sponsors selflessly do-
nate to support our work; MOAA chapters and 
councils help meet the needs of local commu-
nities while advocating on MOAA’s behalf; and 
MOAA staff and leadership diligently assist as 
we answer the call to service in new ways while 
flourishing as well-respected veteran service 
organizations.

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F ollowing the success 
of MOAA’s COVID-19 
Emergency Relief Pro-

gram, the fifth pillar of support is 
now active. The MOAA Founda-
tion Crisis Relief Program assists 
uniformed services personnel, 
veterans, and 
their families, 
including sur-
vivors, in the 
wake of natu-
ral disasters, 
catastrophic 
events, and 
other emergen-
cy situations out of their control. 

The program, which officially 
launched in April, ensures our 
community receives meaningful 
assistance quickly and fills a gap 
in resources for many veterans. 

Since launching the Crisis 
Relief Program, MOAA has 
received more than 70 applica-
tions and awarded over $40,000 
in financial assistance. The first 
of these grants assisted those 

who were impacted by the re-
cord-breaking flooding in Ken-
tucky this summer. 

A legally blind veteran who 
served in the Marine Corps in 
the 1950s was one of our first 
program beneficiaries. During 

the FEMA-de-
clared disaster 
in Kentucky, 
the flooding 
washed away 
her driveway, 
making it im-
possible for 
home health 

care workers to access her 
house. The Crisis Relief Funds 
allowed her to repair her drive-
way so workers could continue 
to provide critical care. 

Other beneficiaries include a 
Korean War veteran who used 
funds to repair his home after 
13 inches of water flooded his 
living room, a surviving spouse 
who used the funds to replace 
an HVAC system after it was 

In June, a group of MOAA 
members embarked on the 

first Cruise for a Cause along the 
Douro River in Portugal to ben-
efit The MOAA Foundation and 
the MOAA Scholarship Fund. 

Passengers on the seven-day 
cruise traveled through Portugal’s 
wine country. Onboard, guests 
enjoyed camaraderie with other 
MOAA members, and they had 
the opportunity to interact with 
MOAA board members, leader-
ship, and staff while admiring 
picture-perfect views. 

Attendees visited wineries, 
UNESCO World Heritage sites, 

and five European cities, all while 
supporting MOAA programs and 
services. 

We are proud to report that 
through this cruise, MOAA 
Charities raised over $10,000. 
These funds will be split between 
The MOAA Foundation and the 
MOAA Scholarship Fund. 

We would like to thank all the 
passengers who joined us this 
year. The next Cruise for a Cause 
will be setting sail in 2024. Exact 
dates, locations, and itinerary will 
be announced soon.

harness growth, The MOAA Foun-
dation and MOAA Scholarship 
Fund recently launched a new web 
presence.

washed away by the flooding, 
and a 9/11 combat veteran who 
replenished the food his family 
of five lost when a power out-
age caused everything in their 
fridge to spoil. 

While many veteran service 
organizations provide assis-
tance to the uniformed services 
community during times of 
need, some of them have strin-
gent requirements and a long 
backlog of individuals applying 
for aid. This leaves far too many 
people forced to face crisis situ-
ations on their own. 

MOAA’s Crisis Relief Pro-
gram provides veterans, ac-
tive-duty servicemembers, and 
their families with a stream-
lined application that takes less 
than 20 minutes to complete. It 
is designed to allow approved 
applicants to receive funds di-
rectly within two weeks.
